1. Designation of, and Point Awards for, Centex Classes:
 
The classes designated as “Centex” classes are recognized by the Centex Hunter & Jumper Association, Inc.  Centex points will be awarded to the horses/riders participating in these classes in accordance with Centex Rules and Regulations.  No Centex points will be counted by Centex Hunter & Jumper Association, Inc. toward Centex Annual Awards until membership dues have been paid.  A trophy and six ribbons will be awarded in all classes.  In the Hunter Division, Champion and Reserve Champion titles in each section will be awarded in accordance with USEF Rule XXIV, Chapter VII.  In the Jumper Division, Champion and Reserve Champion titles in each section will be rewarded, respectively, to the two horses that have accumulated the most points in the classes of the section.  Jump-offs will be held only for horses tied for first place in jumper classes.  All other places in Jumper classes will remain tied, the horses will be awarded equal points, and ribbons will be awarded by coin toss.  Any ties for Championship or Reserve Championship awards in Jumper sections will remain tied and ribbons will be rewarded by coin toss. 

2. Membership Requirements:

ALL RIDERS IN THIS SHOW MUST BE MEMBERS OF THE CENTEX TEXAS HUNTER AND JUMPER ASSOCIATION.  MEMBERSHIP IN CENTRAL TEXAS HUNTER AND JUMPER ASSOCIATION IS AVAILABLE UPON PAYMENT OF ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP DUES OF  $15.00 FOR INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP AND $20.00 FOR FAMILIES EITHER TO THE ASSOCIATION STATISTICIAN OR AT RECOGNIZED SHOWS.  MEMBERSHIPS MUST BE PAID FOR PRIOR TO THE NUMBERS BEING ISSUED.  

3. ENTRIES: (Now available on line at KBF.com)

Entries should be mailed to: Holly Brennan, Kings Bridge Farm, 2195 CR 105 Hutto, TX, 78634.  Checks should be made payable to the Kings Bridge Farm.  ENTRIES CLOSE AT 8:00 PM ON THE THURSDAY IMMEDIATELY PRIOR TO EACH SHOW, RESPECTIVELY.  Post entries will be accepted up to one hour prior to the beginning of each class.  Any entry received after 8:00 pm on Thursday will be charged a post entry fee of $2 per class, in addition to all other fees.





Entries may be sent in advance without payment of entry fees; HOWEVER,
ENTRIES MUST BE PAID IN FULL BEFORE NUMBERS WILL BE ISSUED.  Cross entries will be permitted except as noted in the Class Specifications or when prohibited by the rules and regulations adopted or recognized by Central Texas Hunter and Jumper Association (as to Centex designated classes).
All horses must have had a negative EIA Test within the past 12 months.
Before numbers are issued the Show Secretary must see the following form:
VS 10-11, the EIA Test Form.  If this is not presented to the office, horses will be required to leave the show grounds until they have proof of negative testing. To simplify this procedure, you may send a copy of this test with your entry blank.  This will be kept on file until the date of expiration.

4. Stalls:
10’ X 10’ box stalls are available for $25.00 + shavings.  Shavings may be purchased at the show.  No horse may remain on the grounds overnight without renting a stall.

5. Dress:
All riders must be properly attired and may be eliminated for improper dress. 
“Protective headgear is required for all riders while mounted on horses on the show grounds. Exhibitors must wear a harness hat approved in accordance with U.S. Equestrian rules GR318”.  Coats should be worn in all divisions unless management announces otherwise.  

6. Changes: 
The management reserves the right to change, cancel or combine classes, 
alter courses, and do all the things necessary or appropriate to compensate for 
excessive or inadequate entries.

7. Schooling:
Schooling will be allowed in all rings on the day of the show until 7:30 a.m., and at other times only as announced by management. Any horse schooling but not showing will be charged a $25.00 schooling fee.

8. Courtesy Circle:
Management reserves the right to restrict the courtesy circle.  Any restriction 
will be noted on the course diagram and announced at least one hour before
the beginning of the classes to which it is made applicable.  A suitable
designation, which corresponds to the course diagram, will be made in the ring.

9. Centex Member Views:
Centex members are encouraged to discuss their views with the Show Committee and management.

10. Dogs: 
All dogs must be kept on leashes or confined in enclosures at all times.  Dogs not properly leashed or confined will be picked up and confined without notice and will be released only upon payment of $50.00 to the show secretary.
